recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate in accordance 44 

with G.S. 120-121; 45 

(5) The Secretary of Administration, ex officio; 46 

(6) The Chairman of the Board of Trustees of The University of North Carolina 47 

Center for Public Television (if and when established), ex officio; 48 

(7) The Chairman of the State Board of Education, ex officio; 49 

(8) The Chairman of the OPEN/net Committee, ex officio, so long as such 50 

person is not a State employee; 51 
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(9) The Chairman of the North Carolina Utilities Commission, ex officio; 1 

(10) The Director of the Public Staff of the North Carolina Utilities Commission, 2 

ex officio; 3 

(11) The Chairman of the Public Radio Advisory Committee of the North 4 

Carolina Agency for Public Telecommunications, ex officio; 5 

(12) The Superintendent of Public Instruction, ex officio; 6 

(13) The President of the University of North Carolina, ex officio; 7 

(14) The President of the Community Colleges System, ex officio; and 8 

(15) Two members ex officio who shall rotate from among the remaining heads 9 

of departments enumerated in G.S. 143A-11 or G.S. 143B-6, appointed by 10 

the Governor. 11 

The 10 at-large members shall serve for terms staggered as follows: four terms shall expire 12 

on June 30, 1980; and three terms shall expire on June 30, 1982; and three terms shall expire on 13 

June 30, 1984. Thereafter, the members at large shall be appointed for full four-year terms and 14 

until their successors are appointed and qualified. In making appointments of members at large, 15 

the Governor shall seek to appoint persons from the various geographic areas of the State 16 

including both urban and rural areas; persons from various classifications as to sex, race, age, 17 

and handicapped persons; and persons who are representatives of the public broadcast, 18 

commercial broadcast, nonbroadcast distributive systems and private education communities of 19 

the State. 20 

The terms of the ex officio members are coterminous with their respective terms of office. 21 

In the event that any of the offices represented on the Board ceases to exist, the successor 22 

officer to the designated member shall become an ex officio member of the Board; if there shall 23 

be no successor, then the position on the Board shall be filled by a member to be appointed by 24 

the Governor from the general public. The ex officio members shall have the right to vote. 25 

The initial members appointed to the Board by the General Assembly shall serve for terms 26 

expiring June 30, 1983. Thereafter, their successors shall serve for two-year terms beginning 27 

July 1 of odd-numbered years. 28 

The terms of the rotating ex officio members shall be of one-year duration, and the schedule 29 

of rotation is determined by the Governor. 30 

Each State official who serves on the Board may designate a representative of his 31 

department, agency or institution to sit in his place on the Board and to exercise fully the 32 

official's privileges of membership. 33 

The Secretary of Administration or his designee serves as secretary of the Board. 34 

Vacancies in appointments made by the General Assembly shall be filled in accordance 35 

with G.S. 120-122. Other vacancies shall be filled in the same manner as the original 36 

appointment. 37 

The Governor may remove any member of the Board from office in accordance with the 38 

provisions of G.S. 143B-16. 39 

The Board meets quarterly and at other times at the call of the chairman or upon written 40 

request of at least six members. 41 

A majority of the Board members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business." 42

(4) "Bonds" means the revenue bonds authorized to be issued by the Agency 10 

Board under this Chapter. As used in this Chapter, the term "bonds" does not 11 

include any loan agreement. 12 

(5) "Costs" means the capital cost of acquiring or constructing any project, 13 

including, without limitation, the following: 14 

a. The costs of doing any or all of the following deemed necessary or 15 

convenient by a unit of local government: 16 

1. Acquiring, constructing, erecting, providing, developing, 17 

installing, furnishing, and equipping; 18 

2. Reconstructing, remodeling, altering, renovating, replacing, 19 

refurnishing, and re-equipping; 20 

3. Enlarging, expanding, and extending; and 21 

4. Demolishing, relocating, improving, grading, draining, 22 

landscaping, paving, widening, and resurfacing. 23 

b. The costs of all property, both real and personal and both improved 24 

and unimproved, and of plants, works, appurtenances, structures, 25 

facilities, furnishings, machinery, equipment, vehicles, easements, 26 

water rights, air rights, franchises, and licenses used or useful in 27 

connection with the purpose authorized; 28 

c. The costs of demolishing or moving structures from land acquired 29 

and acquiring any lands to which such structures thereafter are to be 30 

moved; 31 

d. Financing charges, including estimated interest during the acquisition 32 

or construction of such project and for six months thereafter; 33 

e. The costs of services to provide and the cost of plans, specifications, 34 

studies and reports, surveys, and estimates of costs and revenues; 35 

f. The costs of paying any interim financing, including principal, 36 

interest, and premium, related to the acquisition or construction of a 37 

project; 38 

g. Administrative and legal expenses and administrative charges; 39 

h. The costs of obtaining bond and reserve fund insurance and 40 

investment contracts, of credit-enhancement facilities, liquidity 41 

facilities and interest-rate agreements, and of establishing and 42 

maintaining debt service and other reserves; and 43 

i. Any other services, costs, and expenses necessary or incidental to the 44 

purpose authorized. 45 

(6) "Division" means the Division of Waste Management of the Department of 46 

Environment and Natural Resources and any successor of the Division of 47 

Waste Management. 48 

(7) "Loan" means moneys loaned by the Agency Board to a unit of local 49 

government for a project authorized by this Chapter. 50 
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(8) "Loan agreement" means any bond, note, contract, loan agreement, or other 1 

written agreement of a unit of local government delivered to the Agency and 2 

evidencing the unit's receipt of loan proceeds from the sale of all or a portion 3 

of the Agency's bonds or from other available money of the Agency and 4 

setting forth the terms of the unit's agreement to make payments to the 5 

Agency Board in respect of such loan. 6 

(9) "Local Government Commission" means the Local Government 7 

Commission of the Department of the State Treasurer, established by Article 8 

2 of Chapter 159 of the General Statutes and any successor of said 9 

Commission. 10 

(10) "Notes" means the revenue notes or revenue bond anticipation notes 11 

authorized to be issued by the Agency Board under this Chapter. As used in 12 

this Chapter, the term "notes" does not include any loan agreement. 13 

(11) "Project" means any capital project authorized to be financed in G.S. 159I-8. 14 

(12) "Revenues" means all moneys received by the Agency, other than the 15 

proceeds received by the Agency Board from the sale of bonds or notes and 16 

moneys appropriated by the State for the Solid Waste Management Loan 17 

Fund, in connection with the providing of financing to units of local 18 

government, including without limitation: 19 

a. The payments received by the Agency Board of the principal of and 20 

premium, if any, and interest on loan agreements; 21 

b. Administrative charges, but only to the extent determined by the 22 

Agency;Board; and 23 

c. Investment earnings on all revenues, funds, and other moneys of the 24 

Agency.Board. 25 

(13) "Unit of local government" or "unit" means: 26 

a. A unit of local government as defined in G.S. 159-44(4); 27

Joint Legislative Commission on Dropout Prevention and High School Graduation and to the 18 

Joint Legislative Education Oversight Committee. The Committee shall make a final report of 19 

the results of its evaluation of the grants awarded under subsection (c) of this section by 20 

November 15, 2011, to the Joint Legislative Commission on Dropout Prevention and High 21 

School Graduation and to the Joint Legislative Education Oversight Committee." 22 

SECTION 3.3.(a)  Part 15 of Article 9 of Chapter 143B of the General Statutes, 23 

G.S. 143B-317 through G.S. 143B-319, is repealed. 24 

SECTION 3.3.(b)  G.S. 143-215.3A(b) reads as rewritten: 25 

"§ 143-215.3A. Water and Air Quality Account; use of application and permit fees; Title 26 

V Account; I & M Air Pollution Control Account; reports. 27 

… 28 

(b) The Title V Account is established as a nonreverting account within the 29 

Department. Revenue in the Account shall be used for developing and implementing a permit 30 

program that meets the requirements of Title V. The Title V Account shall consist of fees 31 

collected pursuant to G.S. 143-215.3(a)(1d) and G.S. 143-215.106A. Fees collected under 32 

G.S. 143-215.3(a)(1d) shall be used only to cover the direct and indirect costs required to 33 

develop and administer the Title V permit program, and fees collected under 34 

G.S. 143-215.106A shall be used only for the eligible expenses of the Title V program. 35 

Expenses of the Small Business Environmental Advisory Panel, the ombudsman for the Small 36 

Business Stationary Source Technical and Environmental Compliance Assistance Program, 37 

support staff, equipment, legal services provided by the Attorney General, and contracts with 38 

consultants and program expenses listed in section 502(b)(3)(A) of Title V shall be included 39 

among Title V program expenses." 40 

SECTION 3.4.  The headings to the parts and sections of this act are a convenience 41 

to the reader and are for reference only.  The headings do not expand, limit, or define the text of 42 

this act, except for effective dates referring to a part. 43 

SECTION 3.5.  The Revisor of Statutes shall, on or after the effective date of this 44 

act, correct any reference or citation in the General Statutes that is amended by this act by 45 

deleting the incorrect references and substituting correct references. 46 

SECTION 3.6.  The Office of the Governor, the Legislative Library, and all State 47 

agencies shall update databases related to State boards and commissions to reflect that the 48 

boards and commissions set out in this act have been abolished. 49 

SECTION 3.7.  The terms of the members currently serving on the boards set out in 50 

Part I of this act shall expire on the effective date of this act. 51 
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SECTION 3.8.  Unless otherwise provided, this act becomes effective July 1, 2011. 1
