A BILL TO BEENTITLED

AN ACT TO RESTRUCTURE THE GUILFORD COUNTY BOARD OF
COMMISSIONERS.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Chapter 136, Session Laws of 1991, as reenacted by Section 1 of
Chapter 521, Session Laws of 1993, is repealed.

SECTION 2.(a) Effective on the first Monday of December 2012, the Board of
Commissioners of Guilford County shall consist of nine members. The members shall be
elected on a partisan basis at the time of the regular county primary and general elections. One
member shall be elected from each of six single-member districts established under subsection
(d) of this section. Two members shall be elected at large from within the entirety of Guilford
County. The chair of the board shall be elected at large from within the entirety of Guilford
County.

SECTION 2.(b) In 2012 and quadrennially thereafter, members for Districts 1, 4,
and 6, and the chair of the board shall be elected for four-year terms. In 2014 and quadrennially
thereafter, members for Districts 2, 3, and 5, and two at-large members shall be elected for
four-year terms.

SECTION 2.(c) The qualified voters of each district shall elect the member of the
board for that district. Candidates must reside in the district for which they seek to be elected.

The Guilford County Commissioners shall submit the changes
required by this act to the U.S. Department of Justice pursuant to section 5 of the Voting Rights
Act of 1965.

SECTION 5. This act becomes effective January 1, 2012.
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
