The court may renew a protective order for a fixed period of time not to 11 

exceed two years, including an order that previously has been renewed, upon a motion by the 12 

aggrieved party filed before the expiration of the current order; provided, however, that a 13 

temporary award of custody entered as part of a protective order may not be renewed to extend 14 

a temporary award of custody beyond the maximum one-year period. The court may renew a 15 

protective order for good cause. The commission of an act as defined in G.S. 50B-1(a) by the 16 

defendant after entry of the current order is not required for an order to be renewed. Protective 17 

orders entered, including excluding consent orders, shall not be mutual in nature except where 18 

both parties file a claim and the court makes detailed findings of fact indicating that both 19 

parties acted as aggressors, that neither party acted primarily in self-defense, and that the right 20 

of each party to due process is preserved."", and 21
