The board shall notify a teacher whose contract will not be renewed
for the next school year of its decision by June 15; provided, however, if a teacher submits a
request for a hearing, the board shall provide the nonrenewal notification within 10 days of the
hearing or such later date upon the written consent of the superintendent and teacher. A
decision not to offer a teacher a renewed contract shall not be arbitrary, capricious,
discriminatory, for personal or political reasons, or on any basis prohibited by State or federal
law.""
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
