A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT PROVIDING THAT THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT COMMISSION SHALL NOTIFY 2 

A FINANCE OFFICER OR OTHER EMPLOYEE WHO PERFORMS THE DUTIES OF A 3 

FINANCE OFFICER WHEN HE OR SHE IS REQUIRED TO PARTICIPATE IN 4 

TRAINING RELATED TO THE POWERS, DUTIES, AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE 5 

FINANCE OFFICER AND REQUIRING THE EMPLOYING LOCAL GOVERNMENT OR 6 

PUBLIC AUTHORITY TO NOTIFY THE COMMISSION WHEN THE FINANCE 7 

OFFICER OR OTHER EMPLOYEE HAS COMPLETED THE REQUIRED TRAINING. 8 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 9 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 159-25 reads as rewritten: 10 

"§ 159-25.  Duties of finance officer; dual signatures on checks; internal control procedures 11 

subject to Commission regulation. 12

(d) The Local Government Commission has the authority to require any finance officer or 14 

any other employee who performs the duties of a finance officer to participate in training related to 15 

the powers, duties, and responsibilities of the finance officer, if the Commission is exercising its 16 

authority under Article 10 of this Chapter with respect to the employing local government or 17 

public authority or the employing local government or public authority has received a unit letter 18 

from the Commission due to a deficiency in complying with this Chapter. The Commission may 19 

collaborate with the School of Government at the University of North Carolina, the North Carolina 20 

Community College System, and other educational institutions in the State to develop and deliver 21 

the training required by this subsection. When the Commission requires a finance officer or other 22 

employee to participate in training as authorized in this subsection, the Commission shall notify 23 

the finance officer or other employee and the employing local government or public authority of 24 

the required training. Upon completion of the required training by the finance officer or other 25 

employee, the employing local government or public authority shall submit, in writing, to the 26 

Commission proof that the training requirements have been satisfied." 27 

SECTION 2.  This act becomes effective June 30, 2017. 28 
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
