"§ 15A-1340.16E.  Enhanced sentence if defendant is convicted of a violent felony and the 12 

defendant intentionally posts the crime on the Internet or other similar 13 

communications media. 14 
(a) The following definitions apply in this section: 15 

(1) Internet. – The term includes social media and other similar applications or 16 

communications media. 17 

(2) Violent felony. – A Class A, B1, B2, C, D, or E felony. 18 

(b) If a person is convicted of a violent felony and it is found as provided in this section 19 

that the person intentionally posted a clip depicting the commission of the felony on the 20 

Internet, then the person shall have the minimum term of imprisonment to which the person is 21 

sentenced for that felony increased by 24 months. The maximum term of imprisonment shall be 22 

the maximum term that corresponds to the minimum term after it is increased by 24 months, as 23 

specified in G.S. 15A-1340.17(e) and (e1). 24 

(c) An indictment or information for the felony shall allege in that indictment or 25 

information the facts set out in subsection (b) of this section. The pleading is sufficient if it 26 

alleges that the defendant intentionally posted a clip of the commission of the felony on the 27 

Internet. One pleading is sufficient for all felonies that are tried at a single trial. 28 

(d) The State shall prove the issues set out in subsection (b) of this section beyond a 29 

reasonable doubt during the same trial in which the defendant is tried for the felony unless the 30 

defendant pleads guilty or no contest to the issues. If the defendant pleads guilty or no contest 31 
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to the felony but pleads not guilty to the issues set out in subsection (b) of this section, then a 1 

jury shall be impaneled to determine the issues.".
