resolution by the board of directors, the board of directors shall submit 11 

the resolution and recommendation to the State Board of Education.  12 

(3) State Board of Education Consideration of Resolution. – Upon receipt of a 13 

withdrawal resolution and recommendation by the board of directors, the 14 

following shall occur: 15 

a. The State Board of Education shall, at its next meeting held more than 16 

10 days after receipt of the resolution and recommendation, provide 17 

an opportunity for public comment on the resolution. 18
