The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 19

PART I. ESTABLISH NEW ADULT CARE HOME PAYMENT METHODOLOGY 21 
SECTION 1.(a)  It is the intent of the General Assembly to provide funding to adult 22 

care homes in the State in a manner that recognizes the importance of a stable and reliable funding 23 

stream to ensure access, choice, and quality of care within the adult care home segment of the 24 

care continuum. In furtherance of this intent, and as the North Carolina Medicaid program 25 

transitions to a managed care delivery system, the Department of Health and Human Services is 26 

directed to establish and convene a workgroup to evaluate reimbursement options for services 27 

provided by adult care homes that take into account all funding streams and to develop a new 28 

service definition, or definitions, under Medicaid managed care for these services. The 29 

workgroup shall consist of adult care home industry representatives and other relevant 30 

stakeholders. In development of the new service definition, or definitions, the workgroup shall 31 

include all of the following components: 32 
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(1) Support for alternative payment models available under the State's 1115 1 

Medicaid waiver for Medicaid transformation, including pay-for-performance 2 

initiatives. 3 

(2) Best practices for long-term services and supports. 4 

(3) Efficient payment methodologies. 5 

SECTION 1.(b)  No later than December 1, 2020, the Department of Health and 6 

Human Services shall submit a report on the new service definition, or definitions, developed by 7 

the workgroup, as required in subsection (a) of this section, to the Joint Legislative Oversight 8 

Committee on Health and Human Services, the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on 9 

Medicaid and NC Health Choice, and the Fiscal Research Division. The Department shall not 10 

submit to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services any amendments to the NC Medicaid 11 

State Plan necessary to implement the new service definition without prior approval from the 12 

General Assembly. 13 

SECTION 1.(c)  If House Bill 966, 2019 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 14 

9D.12B of that act is repealed. 15

PART II-A. CHANGES TO THE LICENSED PROFESSIONAL COUNSELORS ACT 17 
SECTION 2.(a)  Article 24 of Chapter 90 of the General Statutes reads as rewritten: 18 

"Article 24. 19 

"Licensed Professional Clinical Mental Health Counselors Act. 20 

"§ 90-329.  Declaration of policy. 21 

It is declared to be the public policy of this State that the activities of persons who render 22 

counseling services to the public be regulated to insure the protection of the public health, safety, 23 

and welfare. 24 

"§ 90-330.  Definitions; practice of counseling. 25 

(a) Definitions. – As used in this Article certain terms are defined as follows:The 26 

following definitions apply in this Article: 27 

(1) Repealed by Session Laws 1993, c. 514, s. 1. 28 

(1a) The "Board" means the Board of Licensed Professional Clinical Mental 29 

Health Counselors. 30 

(2) A "licensed professional clinical mental health counselor" is a person engaged 31 

in the practice of counseling who holds a license as a licensed professional 32 

clinical mental health counselor issued under the provisions of this Article. 33 

(2a) A "licensed professional clinical mental health counselor associate" is a 34 

person engaged in the supervised practice of counseling who holds a license 35 

as a licensed professional clinical mental health counselor associate issued 36 

under the provisions of this Article. 37 

(2b) A "licensed professional clinical mental health counselor supervisor" is a 38 

person engaged in the practice of counseling who holds a license as a licensed 39 

professional clinical mental health counselor and is approved by the Board to 40 

provide clinical supervision under the provisions of this Article. 41 

(3) The "practice of counseling" means holding oneself out to the public as a 42 

professional clinical mental health counselor offering counseling services that 43 

include, but are not limited to, the following: 44 

… 45 

The "practice of counseling" does not include the facilitation of 46 

communication, understanding, reconciliation, and settlement of conflicts by 47 

mediators at community mediation centers authorized by G.S. 7A-38.5. 48 

(4) A "supervisor" means any licensed professional clinical mental health 49 

counselor supervisor or, when one is inaccessible, a licensed professional 50 

clinical mental health counselor or an equivalently and actively licensed 51 
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mental health professional, as determined by the Board, who meets the 1 

qualifications established by the Board. 2 

(b) Repealed by Session Laws 1993, c. 514, s. 1. 3 

(c) Practice of Marriage and Family Therapy, Psychology, or Social Work. – No person 4 

licensed as a licensed professional clinical mental health counselor or licensed professional 5 

clinical mental health counselor associate under the provisions of this Article shall be allowed to 6 

hold himself or herself out to the public as a licensed marriage and family therapist, licensed 7 

practicing psychologist, psychological associate, or licensed clinical social worker unless 8 

specifically authorized by other provisions of law. 9 

"§ 90-331.  Prohibitions. 10 

It shall be unlawful for any person who is not licensed under this Article to engage in the 11 

practice of counseling, use the title "Licensed Professional Clinical Mental Health Counselor 12 

Associate," "Licensed Professional Clinical Mental Health Counselor," or "Licensed 13 

Professional Clinical Mental Health Counselor Supervisor," use the letters "LPCA," "LPC," or 14 

"LPCS," "LCMHCA," "LCMHC," or "LCMHCS," use any facsimile or combination of these 15 

words or letters, abbreviations, or insignia, or indicate or imply orally, in writing, or in any other 16 

way that the person is a licensed professional clinical mental health counselor. 17 

"§ 90-332.  Use of title by firm. 18 

It shall be unlawful for any firm, partnership, corporation, association, or other business or 19 

professional entity to assume or use the title of licensed professional clinical mental health 20 

counselor unless each of the members of the firm, partnership, or association is licensed by the 21 

Board. 22 

"§ 90-332.1.  Exemptions from licensure. 23 

… 24 

(b) Persons who claim to be exempt under subsection (a) of this section are prohibited 25 

from advertising or offering themselves as "licensed professional clinical mental health 26 

counselors". 27 

… 28 

"§ 90-333.  North Carolina Board of Licensed Professional Clinical Mental Health 29 

Counselors; appointments; terms; composition. 30 
(a) For the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this Article, there is hereby created 31 

the North Carolina Board of Licensed Professional Clinical Mental Health Counselors which 32 

shall consist of seven members appointed by the Governor in the manner hereinafter prescribed. 33 

Any State or nationally recognized professional association representing professional clinical 34 

mental health counselors may submit recommendations to the Governor for Board membership. 35 

The Governor may remove any member of the Board for neglect of duty or malfeasance or 36 

conviction of a felony or other crime of moral turpitude, but for no other reason. 37 

(b) At least five members of the Board shall be licensed professional clinical mental 38 

health counselors except that initial appointees shall be persons who meet the educational and 39 

experience requirements for licensure as licensed professional clinical mental health counselors 40 

under the provisions of this Article; and two members shall be public-at-large members appointed 41 

from the general public. Composition of the Board as to the race and sex of its members shall 42 

reflect the population of the State and each member shall reside in a different congressional 43 

district. 44 

(c) At all times the Board shall include at least one counselor primarily engaged in 45 

counselor education, at least one counselor primarily engaged in the public sector, at least one 46 

counselor primarily engaged in the private sector, and two licensed professional clinical mental 47 

health counselors at large. 48 

… 49 

"§ 90-334.  Functions and duties of the Board. 50 

(a) The Board shall administer and enforce the provisions of this Article. 51 
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… 1 

(i) The Board shall establish the criteria for determining the qualifications constituting 2 

"supervised professional clinical mental health practice". 3 

(j) The Board may examine, approve, issue, deny, revoke, suspend, and renew the 4 

licenses of counselor applicants and licensees under this Article, and conduct hearings in 5 

connection with these actions. 6 

(k) The Board shall investigate, subpoena individuals and records, and take necessary 7 

appropriate action to properly discipline persons licensed under this Article and to enforce this 8 

Article. 9 

(l) The Board shall establish a program for licensees who may be experiencing substance 10 

use disorders, burnout, compassion fatigue, and other mental health concerns. In establishing this 11 

program, the Board is authorized to enter into agreements with existing professional health care 12 

programs. The Board is also authorized to refer any licensee to this program as part of the 13 

disciplinary process. The Board may adopt rules implementing this program. 14 

"§ 90-335.  Board general provisions. 15 

The Board shall be subject to the provisions of Chapter 93B of the General Statutes. 16 

"§ 90-336.  Title and qualifications for licensure. 17 

(a) Each person desiring to be a licensed professional clinical mental health counselor 18 

associate, licensed professional clinical mental health counselor, or licensed professional clinical 19 

mental health counselor supervisor shall make application to the Board upon such forms and in 20 

such manner as the Board shall prescribe, together with the required application fee. 21 

(b) The Board shall issue a license as a "licensed professional clinical mental health 22 

counselor associate" to an applicant who applies on or before March 1, 2016, and meets all of 23 

the following criteria: 24 

… 25 

(b1) The Board shall issue a license as a "licensed professional clinical mental health 26 

counselor associate" to an applicant who applies after March 1, 2016, through June 30, 2022, and 27 

meets all of the following criteria: 28 

… 29 

(b2) The Board shall issue a license as a "licensed professional clinical mental health 30 

counselor associate" to an applicant who applies on or after July 1, 2022, and meets all of the 31 

following criteria: 32 

… 33 

(c) The Board shall issue a license as a "licensed professional clinical mental health 34 

counselor" to an applicant who meets all of the following criteria: 35 

(1) Has met all of the requirements under subsection (b), (b1), or (b2) of this 36 

section, as applicable. 37 

(2) Has completed a minimum of 3,000 hours of supervised professional clinical 38 

mental health practice as determined by the Board. 39 

(d) A licensed professional clinical mental health counselor may apply to the Board for 40 

recognition as a "licensed professional clinical mental health counselor supervisor" and receive 41 

the credential "licensed professional clinical mental health counselor supervisor" upon meeting 42 

all of the following criteria: 43 

(1) Has met all of the requirements under subsection (c) of this section. 44 

(2) Has one of the following: 45 

a. At least five years of full-time licensed professional clinical mental 46 

health counseling experience, including a minimum of 2,500 hours of 47 

direct client contact; 48 

b. At least eight years of part-time licensed professional clinical mental 49 

health counseling experience, including a minimum of 2,500 hours of 50 

direct client contact; or 51 
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c. A combination of full-time and part-time professional clinical mental 1 

health counseling experience, including a minimum of 2,500 hours of 2 

direct client contact as determined by the Board. 3 

(3) Has completed minimum education requirements in clinical supervision as 4 

approved by the Board. 5 

(4) Has an active license in good standing as a licensed professional clinical 6 

mental health counselor approved by the Board. 7 

"§ 90-337.  Persons credentialed in other states. 8 

(a) The Board may license any person who is currently licensed, certified, or registered 9 

by another state if the individual has met requirements determined by the Board to be 10 

substantially similar to or exceeding those established under this Article. 11 

(b) The Board may enter into reciprocity agreements with another state. 12 

"§ 90-338.  Exemptions. 13 

Applicants holding certificates of registration as Registered Practicing Counselors and in 14 

good standing with the Board shall be issued licenses as licensed professionalcounselors without 15 

meeting the requirements of G.S. 90-336(c). The following applicants shall be exempt from the 16 

academic qualifications required by this Article for licensed professional counselor associates or 17 

licensed professional counselors and shall be licensed upon passing the Board examination and 18 

meeting the experience requirements: 19 

(1) An applicant who was engaged in the practice of counseling before July 1, 20 

1993, and who applied to the Board prior to January 1, 1996. 21 

(2) An applicant who holds a masters degree from a college or university 22 

accredited by one of the regional accrediting associations or from a college or 23 

university determined by the Board to have standards substantially equivalent 24 

to a regionally accredited institution, provided the applicant was enrolled in 25 

the masters program prior to July 1, 1994. 26 

… 27 

"§ 90-340.  Protection of the public. 28 

(a) The Board may, in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 150B of the General 29 

Statutes, deny, suspend, or revoke licensure, discipline, place on probation, limit practice, or 30 

require examination, remediation, or rehabilitation of any person licensed under this Article on 31 

one or more of the following grounds: 32 

(1) Has been convicted of a felony or entered a plea of guilty or nolo contendere 33 

to any felony charge under the laws of the United States or of any state of the 34 

United States. 35 

(2) Has been convicted of or entered a plea of guilty or nolo contendere to any 36 

misdemeanor involving moral turpitude, misrepresentation, or fraud in 37 

dealing with the public, or conduct otherwise relevant to fitness to practice 38 

professional clinical mental health counseling, or a misdemeanor charge 39 

reflecting the inability to practice professional clinical mental health 40 

counseling with due regard to the health and safety of clients or patients. 41 

(3) Has engaged in fraud or deceit in securing or attempting to secure or renew a 42 

license under this Article or has willfully concealed from the Board material 43 

information in connection with application for a license or renewal of a license 44 

under this Article. 45 

(4) Has practiced any fraud, deceit, or misrepresentation upon the public, the 46 

Board, or any individual in connection with the practice of professional 47 

clinical mental health counseling, the offer of professional clinical mental 48 

health counseling services, the filing of Medicare, Medicaid, or other claims 49 

to any third-party payor, or in any manner otherwise relevant to fitness for the 50 

practice of professional clinical mental health counseling. 51 
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(5) Has made fraudulent, misleading, or intentionally or materially false 1 

statements pertaining to education, licensure, license renewal, certification as 2 

a health services provider, supervision, continuing education, any disciplinary 3 

actions or sanctions pending or occurring in any other jurisdiction, 4 

professional credentials, or qualifications or fitness for the practice of 5 

professional clinical mental health counseling to the public, any individual, 6 

the Board, or any other organization. 7 

(6) Has had a license or certification for the practice of professional clinical 8 

mental health counseling in any other jurisdiction suspended or revoked, or 9 

has been disciplined by the licensing or certification board in any other 10 

jurisdiction for conduct which would subject him or her to discipline under 11 

this Article. 12 

(7) Has violated any provision of this Article or any rules adopted by the Board. 13 

(8) Has aided or abetted the unlawful practice of professional clinical mental 14 

health counseling by any person not licensed by the Board. 15 

(9) Has been guilty of immoral, dishonorable, unprofessional, or unethical 16 

conduct as defined in this subsection or in the current code of ethics of the 17 

American Counseling Association. However, if any provision of the code of 18 

ethics is inconsistent and in conflict with the provisions of this Article, the 19 

provisions of this Article shall control. 20 

(10) Has practiced professional clinical mental health counseling in such a manner 21 

as to endanger the welfare of clients. 22 

(11) Has demonstrated an inability to practice professional clinical mental health 23 

counseling with reasonable skill and safety by reason of illness, inebriation, 24 

misuse of drugs, narcotics, alcohol, chemicals, or any other substance 25 

affecting mental or physical functioning, or as a result of any mental or 26 

physical condition. 27 

(12) Has practiced professional clinical mental health counseling outside the 28 

boundaries of demonstrated competence or the limitations of education, 29 

training, or supervised experience. 30 

(13) Has exercised undue influence in such a manner as to exploit the client, 31 

patient, student, supervisee, or trainee for the financial or other personal 32 

advantage or gratification of the licensed professional clinical mental health 33 

counselor associate, licensed professional clinical mental health counselor, or 34 

a third party. 35 

(14) Has harassed or abused, sexually or otherwise, a client, patient, student, 36 

supervisee, or trainee. 37 

(15) Has failed to cooperate with or to respond promptly, completely, and honestly 38 

to the Board, to credentials committees, or to ethics committees of 39 

professional associations, hospitals, or other health care organizations or 40 

educational institutions, when those organizations or entities have jurisdiction. 41 

(16) Has refused to appear before the Board after having been ordered to do so in 42 

writing by the chair. 43 

(17) Has a finding listed on the Division of Health Service Regulation of the 44 

Department of Health and Human Services Health Care Personnel Registry. 45 

(b) The Board may, in lieu of denial, suspension, or revocation, take any of the following 46 

disciplinary actions: 47 

(1) Issue a formal reprimand or formally censure the applicant or licensee. 48 

(2) Place the applicant or licensee on probation with the appropriate conditions 49 

on the continued practice of professional clinical mental health counseling 50 

deemed advisable by the Board. 51 
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(3) Require examination, remediation, or rehabilitation for the applicant or 1 

licensee, including care, counseling, or treatment by a professional or 2 

professionals designated or approved by the Board, the expense to be borne 3 

by the applicant or licensee. 4 

(4) Require supervision of the professional clinical mental health counseling 5 

services provided by the applicant or licensee by a licensee designated or 6 

approved by the Board, the expense to be borne by the applicant or licensee. 7 

(5) Limit or circumscribe the practice of professional clinical mental health 8 

counseling provided by the applicant or licensee with respect to the extent, 9 

nature, or location of the professional clinical mental health counseling 10 

services provided, as deemed advisable by the Board. 11 

(6) Discipline and impose any appropriate combination of the types of 12 

disciplinary action listed in this section. 13 

In addition, the Board may impose conditions of probation or restrictions on continued 14 

practice of professional clinical mental health counseling at the conclusion of a period of 15 

suspension or as a requirement for the restoration of a revoked or suspended license. In lieu of or 16 

in connection with any disciplinary proceedings or investigation, the Board may enter into a 17 

consent order relative to discipline, supervision, probation, remediation, rehabilitation, or 18 

practice limitation of a licensee or applicant for a license. 19 

(c) The Board may assess costs of disciplinary action against an applicant or licensee 20 

found to be in violation of this Article. 21 

(d) When considering the issue of whether an applicant or licensee is physically or 22 

mentally capable of practicing professional clinical mental health counseling with reasonable 23 

skill and safety with patients or clients, upon a showing of probable cause to the Board that the 24 

applicant or licensee is not capable of practicing professional clinical mental health counseling 25 

with reasonable skill and safety with patients or clients, the Board may petition a court of 26 

competent jurisdiction to order the applicant or licensee in question to submit to a psychological 27 

evaluation by a psychologist to determine psychological status or a physical evaluation by a 28 

physician to determine physical condition, or both. The psychologist or physician shall be 29 

designated by the court. The expenses of the evaluations shall be borne by the Board. Where the 30 

applicant or licensee raises the issue of mental or physical competence or appeals a decision 31 

regarding mental or physical competence, the applicant or licensee shall be permitted to obtain 32 

an evaluation at the applicant or licensee's expense. If the Board suspects the objectivity or 33 

adequacy of the evaluation, the Board may compel an evaluation by its designated practitioners 34 

at its own expense. 35 

… 36 

"§ 90-343.  Disclosure. 37 

Any individual, or employer of an individual, who is licensed under this Article may not 38 

charge a client or receive remuneration for professional clinical mental health counseling services 39 

unless, prior to the performance of those services, the client is furnished a copy of a Professional 40 

Disclosure Statement that includes the licensee's professional credentials, the services offered, 41 

the fee schedule, and other provisions required by the Board. 42 

… 43 

"§ 90-345.  Criminal history record checks of applicants for licensure as professional 44 

clinical mental health counselors. 45 
(a) Definitions. – The following definitions shall apply in this section: 46 

(1) Applicant. – A person applying for licensure as a licensed professional clinical 47 

mental health counselor associate pursuant to G.S. 90-336(b), 90-336(b1), or 48 

90-336(b2) or licensed professional clinical mental health counselor pursuant 49 

to G.S. 90-336(c). 50 
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(2) Criminal history. – A history of conviction of a State or federal crime, whether 1 

a misdemeanor or felony, that bears on an applicant's fitness for licensure to 2 

practice professional clinical mental health counseling. The crimes include the 3 

criminal offenses set forth in any of the following Articles of Chapter 14 of 4 

the General Statutes: Article 5, Counterfeiting and Issuing Monetary 5 

Substitutes; Article 5A, Endangering Executive and Legislative Officers; 6 

Article 6, Homicide; Article 7B, Rape and Other Sex Offenses; Article 8, 7 

Assaults; Article 10, Kidnapping and Abduction; Article 13, Malicious Injury 8 

or Damage by Use of Explosive or Incendiary Device or Material; Article 14, 9 

Burglary and Other Housebreakings; Article 15, Arson and Other Burnings; 10 

Article 16, Larceny; Article 17, Robbery; Article 18, Embezzlement; Article 11 

19, False Pretenses and Cheats; Article 19A, Obtaining Property or Services 12 

by False or Fraudulent Use of Credit Device or Other Means; Article 19B, 13 

Financial Transaction Card Crime Act; Article 20, Frauds; Article 21, 14 

Forgery; Article 26, Offenses Against Public Morality and Decency; Article 15 

26A, Adult Establishments; Article 27, Prostitution; Article 28, Perjury; 16 

Article 29, Bribery; Article 31, Misconduct in Public Office; Article 35, 17 

Offenses Against the Public Peace; Article 36A, Riots, Civil Disorders, and 18 

Emergencies; Article 39, Protection of Minors; Article 40, Protection of the 19 

Family; Article 59, Public Intoxication; and Article 60, Computer-Related 20 

Crime. The crimes also include possession or sale of drugs in violation of the 21 

North Carolina Controlled Substances Act in Article 5 of Chapter 90 of the 22 

General Statutes and alcohol-related offenses including sale to underage 23 

persons in violation of G.S. 18B-302 or driving while impaired in violation of 24 

G.S. 20-138.1 through G.S. 20-138.5. In addition to the North Carolina crimes 25 

listed in this subdivision, such crimes also include similar crimes under federal 26 

law or under the laws of other states. 27

SECTION 2.(b)  This section becomes effective January 1, 2020. 29

PART II-B. TECHNICAL AND CONFORMING CHANGES RELATED TO THE 31 

RENAMING OF THE LICENSED CLINICAL MENTAL HEALTH COUNSELORS 32 

ACT 33 
SECTION 3.(a)  G.S. 8-53.8 reads as rewritten: 34 

"§ 8-53.8.  Counselor privilege. 35 

No person, duly licensed pursuant to Chapter 90, Article 24, of the General Statutes, shall be 36 

required to disclose any information which he or she may have acquired in rendering professional 37 

clinical mental health counseling services, and which information was necessary to enable him 38 

or her to render professional clinical mental health counseling services: Provided, that the 39 

presiding judge of a superior or district court may compel such disclosure, if in the court's opinion 40 

the same is necessary to a proper administration of justice and such disclosure is not prohibited 41 

by other statute or regulation." 42 

SECTION 3.(b)  G.S. 48-10-103(a)(3) reads as rewritten: 43 

"(3) Counseling services for a parent or the adoptee that are directly related to the 44 

adoption and are provided by a licensed psychiatrist, licensed psychologist, 45 

licensed marriage and family therapist, licensed professional clinical mental 46 

health counselor, licensed or certified social worker, fee-based practicing 47 

pastoral counselor or other licensed professional clinical mental health 48 

counselor, or an employee of an agency;" 49 

SECTION 3.(c)  G.S. 55B-2(6) reads as rewritten: 50 
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"(6) The term "professional service" means any type of personal or professional 1 

service of the public which requires as a condition precedent to the rendering 2 

of such service the obtaining of a license from a licensing board as herein 3

SECTION 9.(h)  Subsection (a) of this section is effective when it becomes law. The 44 

remaining subsections of this section become effective upon the expiration of the last certified 45 

substance abuse residential facility director credential issued prior to the effective date of this act 46 

by the North Carolina Substance Abuse Professional Practice Board.

– A person who is 21 

certified under this Chapter to practice social work as a social work manager 22 

and is engaged in the practice of social work. 23

(6a) Licensed Clinical Social Worker. clinical social worker. – A person who is 36 

competent to function independently, who holds himself or herself out to the 37 

public as a social worker, and who offers or provides clinical social work 38 

services or supervises others engaging in clinical social work practice. 39 

(6b) Licensed Clinical Social Worker Associate. clinical social worker associate. 40 

– A person issued an associate license to provide clinical social work services 41 

pursuant to G.S. 90B-7(f). 42 

(7) Practice of Social Work. social work. – To perform or offer to perform 43 

services, by whatever means of communications, for other people that involve 44 

the application of social work values, principles, and techniques in areas such 45 

as social work services, consultation and administration, and social work 46 

planning and research. 47 

(7a) Social work continuing education. – Training that, in accordance with the 48 

requirements established by the Board pursuant to G.S. 90B-6(g), (i) fosters 49 

the enhancement of generalized or specialized social work practice, values, 50

(8) Social Worker. worker. – A person certified, licensed, or associate licensed 3 

by this Chapter or otherwise exempt under G.S. 90B-10.G.S. 90B-10, or a 4 

person who has earned a bachelors, masters, or doctoral degree in social work 5 

from a social work program accredited by or in candidacy for accreditation by 6 

the Council on Social Work Education. 7 

(9) Supervision. – The professional relationship between a supervisee and the 8 

supervisor in which a supervisor provides guidance, oversight, direction, and 9 

evaluation of the services provided by the supervisee in the professional 10 

application of social work practice as defined by law.

public by any title or description denoting that he or she is certified under this Chapter. A person 18 

who resides and practices social work in this State while credentialed in another state or 19 

jurisdiction shall clearly amend reference to his or her credential identifying the state or 20 

jurisdiction in which the credential is held. 21 

(b) After January 1, 1992, except as otherwise provided in this Chapter, it is unlawful to 22 

engage in or offer to engage in the practice of clinical social work without first being licensed 23 

under this Chapter as a clinical social worker. A person who, pursuant to G.S. 90B-8(b), resides 24 

and practices clinical social work in this State for a period of not more than five days in any 25 

calendar year while credentialed in another state or jurisdiction, shall clearly amend reference to 26 

his or her credential identifying the state or jurisdiction in which the credential is held. 27 

(c) Nothing herein shall prohibit school social workers who are certified by the State 28 

Board of Education from practicing school social work under the title "Certified School Social 29 

Worker." Except as provided for licensed clinical social workers, nothing herein shall be 30 

construed as prohibiting social workers who are not certified by the Board from practicing social 31 

work. Except as provided herein for licensed clinical social workers, no agency, institution, 32 

board, commission, bureau, department, division, council, member of the Council of State, or 33 

officer of the legislative, executive or judicial branches of State government or counties, cities, 34 

towns, villages, other municipal corporations, political subdivisions of the State, public 35 

authorities, private corporations created by act of the General Assembly or any firm or 36 

corporation receiving State funds shall require the obtaining or holding of any certificate issued 37 

under this Chapter or the taking of an examination held pursuant to this Chapter as a requirement 38 

for obtaining or continuing in employment. 39 

(d) Nothing herein shall authorize the practice of medicine as defined in Article 1 of this 40 

Chapter or the practice of psychology as defined in Article 18A of this Chapter. 41

PART III-A. CLARIFICATIONS TO MEDICAID SUBROGATION STATUTE 10 
SECTION 11.(a)  G.S. 108A-57 reads as rewritten: 11 

"§ 108A-57.  Subrogation rights; withholding of information a misdemeanor. 12 

(a) As used in this section, the term "beneficiary" means (i) the beneficiary of medical 13 

assistance, including a minor beneficiary, (ii) the medical assistance beneficiary's parent, legal 14 

guardian, or personal representative, (iii) the medical assistance beneficiary's heirs, and (iv) the 15 

administrator or executor of the medical assistance beneficiary's estate. 16 

Notwithstanding any other provisions of the law, to the extent of payments under this Part, 17 

the State shall be subrogated to all rights of recovery, contractual or otherwise, of the a 18 

beneficiary of this assistance, or of the beneficiary's personal representative, heirs, or the 19 

administrator or executor of the estate, against any person. A personal injury or wrongful death 20 

Any claim brought by a medical assistance beneficiary against a third party shall include a claim 21 

for all medical assistance payments for health care items or services furnished to the medical 22 

assistance beneficiary as a result of the injury, injury or action, hereinafter referred to as the 23 

"Medicaid claim." Any personal injury or wrongful death claim brought by a medical assistance 24 

beneficiary against a third party that does not state the Medicaid claim shall be deemed to include 25 

the Medicaid claim. If the beneficiary has claims against more than one third party related to the 26 

same injury, then any amount received in payment of the Medicaid claim related to that injury 27 

shall reduce the total balance of the Medicaid claim applicable to subsequent recoveries related 28 

to that injury. 29

(a2) A medical assistance beneficiary may dispute the presumptions established in 31 

subsection (a1) of this section by applying to the court in which the medical assistance 32 

beneficiary's claim against the third party is pending, or if there is none, then to a court of 33 

competent jurisdiction, jurisdiction in this State, for a determination of the portion of the 34 

beneficiary's gross recovery that represents compensation for the Medicaid claim. An application 35 

under this subsection shall be filed with the court and served on the Department pursuant to the 36 

Rules of Civil Procedure no later than 30 days after the date that the settlement agreement is 37 

executed by all parties and, if required, approved by the court, or in cases in which judgment has 38 

been entered, no later than 30 days after the date of entry of judgment.

convincing evidence that the portion of the beneficiary's gross recovery that 43 

represents compensation for the Medicaid claim is less than the portion 44 

presumed under subsection (a1) of this section.

(2) The presumption arising under subsection (a1) of this section is not rebutted 46 

solely by the fact that the medical assistance beneficiary was not able to 47 

recover the full amount of all claims. 48 

(3) If the beneficiary meets its burden of rebutting the presumption arising under 49 

subsection (a1) of this section, then the court shall determine the portion of 50 

the recovery that represents compensation for the Medicaid claim and shall 51 
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order the beneficiary to pay the amount so determined to the Department in 1 

accordance with subsection (a5) of this section. In making this determination, 2 

the court may consider any factors that it deems just and reasonable. 3 

(4) If the beneficiary fails to rebut the presumption arising under subsection (a1) 4 

of this section, then the court shall order the beneficiary to pay the amount 5 

presumed pursuant to subsection (a1) of this section to the Department in 6 

accordance with subsection (a5) of this section. 7

(c) This section applies to the administration of and claims payments made by the 9 

Department of Health and Human Services under the NC Health Choice Program established 10 

under Part 8 of this Article. 11 

(d) As required to ensure compliance with this section, the Department may apply to the 12 

court in which the medical assistance beneficiary's claim against the third party is pending, or if 13 

there is none, then to a court of competent jurisdiction in this State for enforcement of this 14 

section."

– The person responsible for managing and 9 

administering the department of social services, including a county social 10 

services director, a regional social services director, or a human services 11 

director, whichever applies.

(e) In the preplacement assessment, the agency shall review the information obtained 22 

pursuant to subsections (b), (c), (c)(2) through (c)(13), and (d) of this section and evaluate the 23 

individual's strengths and weaknesses needs to be an adoptive parent. The agency shall then 24 

determine whether the individual is suitable to be an adoptive parent. 25 

(f) If the agency determines that the individual is suitable to be an adoptive parent, the 26 

preplacement assessment shall include specific factors which support that determination. 27 

(g) If the agency determines that the individual is not suitable to be an adoptive parent, 28 

the preplacement assessment shall state the specific concerns which support that determination. 29 

A specific concern is one that reasonably indicates that placement of any minor, or a particular 30 

minor, in the home of the individual would pose a significant risk of harm to the well-being of 31 

the minor.

Following the oath, the police officer has the 14 

right to arrest without warrant individuals committing violations of the State law or the 15 

ordinances or rules of that facility in their presence and to bring the offenders before a magistrate 16 

who shall proceed as in other criminal cases." 17

(a) The Secretary may designate one or more special police officers who shall make up 23 

a joint security force to enforce the law of North Carolina and any ordinance or regulation 24 

adopted pursuant to G.S. 143-116.6 or G.S. 143-116.7 or pursuant to the authority granted the 25 

Department by any other law on the territory of the Black Mountain Center, Center and the Julian 26 

F. Keith Alcohol Rehabilitation Center, and the Juvenile Evaluation Center, all and Drug Abuse 27 

Treatment Center in Buncombe County. After taking the oath of office for law enforcement 28 

officers as set out in G.S. 11-11, these special police officers have the same powers as peace 29 

officers now vested in sheriffs within the territory embraced by the named centers. These special 30 

police officers shall also have the power prescribed by G.S. 7B-1900 outside the territory 31 

embraced by the named centers but within the confines of Buncombe County. These special 32 

police officers may arrest persons outside the territory of the named centers but within the 33 

confines of Buncombe County when the person arrested has committed a criminal offense within 34 

that territory, for which the officers could have arrested the person within that territory, and the 35 

arrest is made during the person's immediate and continuous flight from that territory. 36 

(b) These special police officers may exercise any and all of the powers enumerated in 37 

this Part upon or in pursuit from the property formerly occupied by the Black Mountain Center 38 

and transferred to the now occupied by the Division of Adult Correction and Juvenile Justice of 39 

the Department of Public Safety by Senate Bill 388 and House Bill 709 of the 1985 Session of 40 

the General Assembly. Safety. These special police officers shall exercise said powers upon the 41 

property transferred to the Division of Adult Correction and Juvenile Justice of the Department 42 

of Public Safety only by agreement of the Division of Adult Correction and Juvenile Justice of 43 

the Department of Public Safety and the Department of Health and Human Services. 44 

(c) Upon assignment by the Secretary, or Secretary's designee, to any State-operated 45 

facility pursuant to G.S. 122C-183, these special police officers may exercise the same power 46 

enumerated in this Part within the territory of the named facility and within the county in which 47 

the facility is located." 48

Department by any other law on the territory of the Broughton Hospital, North Carolina School 7 

for the Deaf at Morganton (K-12), Western Regional Vocational Rehabilitation Facility, J. 8 

Iverson Riddle Developmental Center, and the surrounding grounds and land adjacent to 9 

Broughton Hospital allocated to the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, all in 10 

Burke County. After taking the oath of office for law enforcement officers as set out in 11 

G.S. 11-11, these special police officers have the same powers as peace officers now vested in 12 

sheriffs within the territory embraced by the named facilities. These special police officers may 13 

arrest persons outside the territory of the named institutions but within the confines of Burke 14 

County when the person arrested has committed a criminal offense within that territory for which 15 

the officers could have arrested the person within that territory, and the arrest is made during the 16 

person's immediate and continuous flight from that territory. 17 

(b) Upon assignment by the Secretary, or Secretary's designee, to any State-operated 18 

facility pursuant to G.S. 122C-183, these special police officers may exercise the same power 19 

enumerated in this Part within the territory of the named facility and within the county in which 20 

the facility is located." 21 

SECTION 19.(d)  Part 2B of Article 6 of Chapter 122C of the General Statutes reads 22

The requirement for a criminal history record check applies to all 49 

current employees and volunteers, applicants for employment, and all individuals wishing to 50 

volunteer in a child care institution. 51 
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(b) Requirement. – An offer of employment by a child care institution, or by a contract 1 

agency of a child care institution, is conditioned on consent to a State and national criminal 2 

history record check of the applicant. Acceptance of an individual who wishes to volunteer in a 3 

child care institution is conditioned on consent to a State and national criminal history record 4 

check of the applicant. The national criminal history record check shall include a check of the 5 

applicant's fingerprints. A child care institution shall not employ an applicant, or allow an 6 

individual to volunteer, who refuses to consent to a criminal history record check required by this 7 

section. 8 

(c) Process. – Within five business days of making the conditional offer of employment, 9 

or formally discussing a volunteer opportunity, a child care institution, or a contract agency of a 10 

child care institution, shall submit a request to the Department of Public Safety under 11 

G.S. 143B-972 to conduct a State and national criminal history record check as required by this 12 

section. The Department of Public Safety shall return the results of the national criminal history 13 

record check to the Department of Health and Human Services, Criminal Records Check Unit. 14 

(d) Factors. – If an applicant's or individual's criminal history record check reveals one 15 

or more convictions of a relevant offense listed under subsection (e) of this section, the conviction 16 

shall not automatically bar employment. The Department of Health and Human Services, 17 

Criminal Records Check Unit, shall consider all of the following factors in determining whether 18 

to recommend the applicant be hired or the individual be allowed to volunteer: 19 

(1) The level and seriousness of the crime. 20 

(2) The date of the crime. 21 

(3) The age of the person at the time of the conviction. 22 

(4) The circumstances surrounding the commission of the crime, if known. 23 

(5) The nexus between the criminal conduct of the person and the job duties of 24 

the position to be filled. 25 

(6) The prison, jail, probation, parole, rehabilitation, and employment records of 26 

the person since the date the crime was committed. 27 

(7) The subsequent commission by the person of a relevant offense. 28 

Once the Department of Health and Human Services, Criminal Records Check Unit, 29 

considers the relevant offense listed in subsection (e) of this section, and the factors listed in this 30 

subsection, the Department of Health and Human Services, Criminal Records Check Unit, shall 31 

inform the child care institution, or a contract agency of a child care institution, whether an 32 

applicant should be hired, or an individual should be allowed to volunteer. The Department shall 33 

not provide the results of the criminal history record check to the child care institution or a 34 

contract agency of a child care institution. 35 

(e) Relevant Offense. – As used in this section, "relevant offense" means a county, state, 36 

or federal criminal history of conviction or pending indictment of a crime, whether a 37 

misdemeanor or felony, that bears upon an individual's fitness to have responsibility for the safety 38 

and well-being of children. These crimes include the criminal offenses set forth in any of the 39 

following Articles of Chapter 14 of the General Statutes: Article 5, Counterfeiting and Issuing 40 

Monetary Substitutes; Article 5A, Endangering Executive and Legislative Officers; Article 6, 41 

Homicide; Article 7B, Rape and Other Sex Offenses; Article 8, Assaults; Article 10, Kidnapping 42 

and Abduction; Article 13, Malicious Injury or Damage by Use of Explosive or Incendiary 43 

Device or Material; Article 14, Burglary and Other Housebreakings; Article 15, Arson and Other 44 

Burnings; Article 16, Larceny; Article 17, Robbery; Article 18, Embezzlement; Article 19, False 45 

Pretenses and Cheats; Article 19A, Obtaining Property or Services by False or Fraudulent Use 46 

of Credit Device or Other Means; Article 19B, Financial Transaction Card Crime Act; Article 47 

20, Frauds; Article 21, Forgery; Article 26, Offenses against Public Morality and Decency; 48 

Article 26A, Adult Establishments; Article 27, Prostitution; Article 28, Perjury; Article 29, 49 

Bribery; Article 31, Misconduct in Public Office; Article 35, Offenses Against the Public Peace; 50 

Article 36A, Riots, Civil Disorders, and Emergencies; Article 39, Protection of Minors; Article 51 
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40, Protection of the Family; Article 59, Public Intoxication; and Article 60, Computer-Related 1 

Crime. These crimes also include possession or sale of drugs in violation of the North Carolina 2 

Controlled Substances Act, Article 5 of Chapter 90 of the General Statutes, and alcohol-related 3 

offenses such as sale to underage persons in violation of G.S. 18B-302 or driving while impaired 4 

in violation of G.S. 20-138.1 through G.S. 20-138.5. 5 

(f) Penalty for Furnishing False Information. – Any applicant for employment, or 6 

individual who wishes to volunteer, who willfully furnishes, supplies, or otherwise gives false 7 

information on an employment application that is the basis for a criminal history record check 8 

under this section shall be guilty of a Class A1 misdemeanor. 9 

(g) Conditional Employment. – A child care institution may employ an applicant 10 

conditionally prior to obtaining the results of a criminal history record check regarding the 11 

applicant if both of the following requirements are met: 12 

(1) The child care institution shall not employ an applicant prior to obtaining the 13 

applicant's consent for a criminal history record check as required in 14 

subsection (b) of this section or the completed fingerprint cards as required in 15 

G.S. 143B-972. 16 

(2) The child care institution shall submit the request for a criminal history record 17 

check not later than five business days after the individual begins conditional 18 

employment. 19 

(h) Notification of Results. – Within five business days of receipt of the national criminal 20 

history of the person, the Department of Health and Human Services, Criminal Records Check 21 

Unit, shall notify the child care institution as to whether the information received may affect the 22 

employability of the applicant or ability of the individual to volunteer. In no case shall the results 23 

of the national criminal history record check be shared with the child care institution or the 24 

contract agency of a child care institution. Child care institutions shall make available upon 25 

request verification that a criminal history record check has been completed on all staff and 26 

volunteers. All criminal history information is confidential and may not be disclosed. 27 

(i) Immunity. – The Department of Health and Human Services, Criminal Records 28 

Check Unit; a child care institution; a contract agency of a child care institution; and an officer 29 

or employee of any of these entities acting in good faith and in compliance with this section shall 30 

be immune from civil liability for denying employment to an applicant, or the opportunity for an 31 

individual to volunteer, based on information provided in the criminal history record check. A 32 

child care institution, or contract agency for a child care institution, and officers and employees 33 

shall be immune from civil liability for failure to check an applicant's, employee's, or volunteer's 34 

history of criminal offenses if the applicant's, employee's, or volunteer's criminal history record 35 

check is requested and received in compliance with this section." 36

The fingerprints of the individual shall be forwarded to the 5 

State Bureau of Investigation for a search of the State's criminal history record file, and the State 6 

Bureau of Investigation shall forward a set of fingerprints to the Federal Bureau of Investigation 7 

for a national criminal history record check. All information received by the Department of 8 

Health and Human Services, Criminal Records Check Unit, shall be kept confidential in 9 

accordance with G.S. 108A-133. The Department of Public Safety may charge a reasonable fee 10 

to conduct a criminal record check under this section."

specified in subdivisions (3) through (7) of subsection (c) of G.S. 90-21.13, to 34 

be selected based on the priority indicated in said subdivisions (3) through 35

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advance instruction for mental health treatment executed in accordance with Part 2 of Article 3 1 

of this Chapter or pursuant to the authority of a health care agent named in a valid health care 2 

power of attorney executed in accordance with Article 3 of Chapter 32A of the General Statutes. 3 

(b) Except as otherwise provided in this Part, G.S. 122C-211 applies to admissions of 4 

incapable adults under this Part.

– Any one or more buildings, structures, additions, 35 

extensions, improvements or other facilities, whether or not located on the 36 

same site or sites, machinery, equipment, furnishings, or other real or personal 37 

property suitable for health care or medical care. 38 

(5) Loan. – A sum of money loaned to an applicant with an obligation on the part 39 

of the applicant to repay the sum, plus interest, in accordance with a loan 40 

agreement. 41 

(6) Plan. – A hospital stabilization plan developed in accordance with 42 

G.S. 131A-33. 43 

(7) Program. – The Rural Health Care Stabilization Program established pursuant 44 

to this Article. 45 

(8) Public agency. – Any county, city, town, hospital district, or other political 46 

subdivision of the State existing or hereafter created pursuant to the laws of 47 

the State authorized to acquire, by lease or otherwise, operate, or maintain 48 

health care facilities. 49 

(9) UNC Health Care. – The University of North Carolina Health Care System 50 

established pursuant to G.S. 116-37. 51 
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"§ 131A-31.  The Rural Health Care Stabilization Program. 1 

(a) Program Established; Purpose. – There is established the Rural Health Care 2 

Stabilization Program to provide loans for the support of eligible hospitals located in rural areas 3 

of the State that are in financial crisis due to operation of oversized and outdated facilities and 4 

recent changes to the viability of health care delivery in their communities, including the demand 5 

for certain patient services and the composition of payer mixes and patient populations. Within 6 

the funds available in the Rural Health Care Stabilization Fund, the Program shall provide for 7 

loans at below-market interest rates with structured repayment terms in order for these financially 8 

distressed eligible hospitals to transition to sustainable, efficient, and more proportionately sized 9 

health care service models in their communities. In meeting this goal, loan funds may be used to 10 

finance construction of new health care facilities or to provide for operational costs during this 11 

transition period, or both, including while the construction of new health care facilities is 12 

undertaken. 13 

(b) Administration. – UNC Health Care shall administer the Program and has the 14 

following duties and responsibilities: 15 

(1) Establishing an application period and a process for submitting an application 16 

for a loan under this Program. 17 

(2) Assessing Plans submitted by an applicant for a loan under the Program. 18 

(3) Evaluating an applicant's ability to repay the loan under the proposed Plan. 19 

(4) Submitting recommendations to the Commission on whether an applicant 20 

should receive a loan under the Program. 21 

(5) Negotiating the terms of a proposed loan agreement. 22 

(6) Determining the security interests necessary to enforce repayment of the loan. 23 

(7) Implementing approved loan agreements, including monitoring repayment 24 

and collection. 25 

(8) Any other duties and responsibilities necessary to the implementation of the 26 

Program and enforcement of the loan agreements under the Program. 27 

(c) Exclusion. – UNC Health Care cannot apply for a loan under this Program and cannot 28 

be a partner in a partnership that applies for a loan under this Program. The Commission cannot 29 

approve an application for a loan if the issuance of the loan would result in a material, direct 30 

financial benefit to UNC Health Care at the time the application and Plan are submitted to the 31 

Commission for its approval. 32 

(d) Rules. – UNC Health Care is authorized to adopt any rules necessary for 33 

implementation of the Program. 34 

"§ 131A-32.  The Rural Health Care Stabilization Fund. 35 

The Rural Health Care Stabilization Fund is created as a nonreverting special fund in the 36 

Office of State Budget and Management. The Fund shall operate as a revolving fund consisting 37 

of funds appropriated to, or otherwise received by, the Rural Health Care Stabilization Program 38 

and all funds received as repayment of the principal of or interest on a loan made from the Fund. 39 

The State Treasurer is the custodian of the Fund and shall invest its assets in accordance with 40 

G.S. 147-69.2 and G.S. 147-69.3. Moneys in the Fund shall only be used for loans made pursuant 41 

to this Article. 42 

"§ 131A-33.  Application for loan evaluation. 43 

(a) Application and Plan. – A public agency, an owner of a health care facility, or a 44 

partnership including one or more of those entities may apply for a loan under the Program to 45 

benefit an eligible hospital. To apply for a loan, an applicant must develop a hospital stabilization 46 

plan and submit the Plan with its application to UNC Health Care during the application period. 47 

The Plan shall include, at a minimum, any proposed changes in governance or ownership for the 48 

eligible hospital and the eligible hospital's financial projections, including a plan for repayment 49 

by the applicant of the requested loan and other sources of funds projected for support of the 50 

eligible hospital, such as local or federal funds. An applicant shall submit to UNC Health Care 51 
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any additional information requested by UNC Health Care to enable it to determine whether to 1 

recommend the application to the Local Government Commission for approval. 2 

(b) Evaluation. – UNC Health Care shall evaluate each Plan submitted to determine 3 

whether the applicant's Plan demonstrates a financially sustainable health care service model for 4 

the community in which the eligible hospital is located. UNC Health Care may also assist an 5 

applicant with revisions to its Plan, including negotiating loan terms. Upon conclusion of its 6 

review of an application, UNC Health Care shall notify the applicant and the Commission of its 7 

recommendation on whether to approve or disapprove a loan application. If more than one 8 

applicant applies during an application period, UNC Health Care may assign a priority order for 9 

approval of applications when submitting its recommendations to the Commission and reasons 10 

for the assigned order of priority. 11 

(c) Disapproval of Application. – If UNC Health Care disapproves a loan application, the 12 

applicant may engage a disinterested and qualified third party approved by the Commission to 13 

evaluate the applicant's Plan to determine if the applicant demonstrates a financially sustainable 14 

health care service model for the community in which the eligible hospital is located. The 15 

applicant may seek Commission approval of the loan based on the written evaluation of its Plan 16 

by the third party. 17 

"§ 131A-34.  Commission approval for loan. 18 

(a) Approval Required. – UNC Health Care shall not award a loan under the Program 19 

unless the Commission approves it. If the Commission enters an order denying the loan, the 20 

proceedings under this Article shall be at an end. 21 

(b) Conflict of Interest. – UNC Health Care must disclose to the Commission any 22 

potential conflict of interest in its review of an application and Plan. The Commission cannot 23 

approve a loan if the issuance of the loan would result in a material, direct financial benefit to 24 

UNC Health Care at the time the application and Plan are submitted to the Commission for its 25 

approval. 26 

(c) Considerations. – The Commission shall review UNC Health Care's 27 

recommendations, an applicant's Plan, and any other information it may believe to have a bearing 28 

on whether the loan should be approved. If UNC Health Care has recommended disapproval of 29 

a loan, and the applicant has an evaluation prepared by a disinterested and qualified third party 30 

approved by the Commission, the Commission may consider the third party's evaluation of the 31 

applicant and the applicant's Plan. The Commission may require the applicant and eligible 32 

hospital, if different, to provide any of the following information for its consideration: 33 

(1) Current and historical financial information. 34 

(2) Whether the undertaking is necessary or expedient. 35 

(3) Its debt management procedures and policies. 36 

(4) Whether it is in default in any of its debt service obligations. 37 

(5) Any other information the Commission may believe to have a bearing on 38 

whether the loan should be approved. 39 

(d) Loan Approval. – The Commission may approve the application if, upon the 40 

information and evidence it receives, it finds and determines: 41 

(1) That the loan is necessary or expedient. 42 

(2) That the amount proposed is adequate and not excessive for the proposed 43 

purpose of the loan. 44 

(3) That the Plan demonstrates a financially sustainable health care service model 45 

for the community in which the eligible hospital is located. 46 

(4) That the applicant's debt management procedures and policies are good, or 47 

that reasonable assurances have been given that its debt will be repaid. 48 

"§ 131A-35.  Award of loans; terms. 49 
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(a) Award. – Upon approval of the loan by the Commission, UNC Health Care shall 1 

execute the terms of the loan agreement. In adopting terms of the loan agreement, UNC Health 2 

Care may require changes to the governance structure of the eligible hospital. 3 

(b) Interest Rate and Maturity. – The interest rate payable on and the maximum maturity 4 

of a loan are subject to the following limitations: 5 

(1) Interest rate. – The interest rate for a loan may not exceed the interest rate 6 

obtained by the State on its most recent general obligation bond offering. 7 

(2) Maturity. – The maturity for a loan may not exceed 20 years. 8 

(c) Debt Instrument. – UNC Health Care shall execute a debt instrument with the 9 

recipient of the loan to evidence the obligation to repay the principal of and interest on the loan 10 

awarded under this Article to the State. 11 

"§ 131A-36.  Annual reports on the Rural Health Care Stabilization Fund. 12 

(a) Requirement. – UNC Health Care shall publish a report each year on the Rural Health 13 

Care Stabilization Fund. The report shall be published by November 1 of each year and cover the 14 

preceding fiscal year. UNC Health Care shall make the report available to the public and shall 15 

give a copy of the report to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations and 16 

the Fiscal Research Division. 17 

(b) Content. – The report required by this section shall contain the following information 18 

concerning the Fund: 19 

(1) The beginning and ending balance of the Fund for the fiscal year. 20 

(2) The amount of revenue credited to the Fund during the fiscal year, by source. 21 

(3) The total amount of loans awarded from the Fund. 22 

(4) For each loan awarded, the recipient of the award, the amount of the award, 23 

the amount of the award that was disbursed, and the amount of the award 24 

remaining to be disbursed in a subsequent fiscal year, if applicable." 25 

SECTION 27.3.  G.S. 116-37 reads as rewritten: 26 

"§ 116-37.  University of North Carolina Health Care System. 27 

… 28 

(e) Finances. – The University of North Carolina Health Care System shall be subject to 29 

the provisions of the State Budget Act, except for trust funds as provided in G.S. 116-36.1 and 30 

G.S. 116-37.2. The Chief Executive Officer, subject to the board of directors, shall be responsible 31 

for all aspects of budget preparation, budget execution, and expenditure reporting. All operating 32 

funds of The University of North Carolina Health Care System may be budgeted and disbursed 33 

through special fund codes, maintaining separate auditable accounts for the University of North 34 

Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill and the clinical patient care programs of the School of Medicine 35 

of the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. All receipts of The University of North 36 

Carolina Health Care System may be deposited directly to the special fund codes, and except for 37 

General Fund appropriations, all receipts of the University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel 38 

Hill may be invested pursuant to G.S. 116-37.2(h). General Fund appropriations for support of 39 

the University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill shall be budgeted in a General Fund 40 

code under a single purpose, "Contribution to University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel 41 

Hill Operations" and be transferable to a special fund operating code as receipts. General Fund 42 

appropriations for the Rural Health Care Stabilization Program shall be deposited in the Rural 43 

Health Care Stabilization Fund pursuant to G.S. 131A-32 and shall only be used for the purposes 44 

set forth in Article 2 of Chapter 131A of the General Statutes. 45 

… 46 

(l) Rural Health Care Stabilization Program. – The University of North Carolina Health 47 

Care System shall administer the Rural Health Care Stabilization Program in accordance with 48 

Article 2 of Chapter 131A of the General Statutes in order to further its mission to promote the 49 

health and well-being of the citizens of North Carolina." 50 

SECTION 27.4.  This section is effective when it becomes law. 51
